	Q1:
Considering that it is very difficult to satisfy exactly GVW of 15 tons, could you please add-on some tolerance for this value (eg. min/max or ±n %) in order to increase competitiveness?


	A1:
Request is accepted, GVW will be set as max. 15 tons

	Q2:

As the required good in LOT 1 is a specific vehicle that should be produced for the professional off-road use, and just the delivery of a suitable chassis is more than 70 calendar days, will the purchaser (Contracting Authority) accept a delivery (implementation) of LOT 1 for 270 calendar days?
	A2:

The request is rejected.

Period of implementation of tasks under LOT 1 is 120 calendar days from the date of signature.

	Q3:

Do you accept that the condition set for the power of the power unit changes to 230 hp (instead of 230kW), and that defined 15 tons data is given as the maximum or minimum gross vehicle load?


	A3:

Regarding the GVW request is accepted, GVW will be set as max. 15 tons.
Regarding the engine power, the request is rejected. According to our knowledge, there are chassis on the market which fulfils all requirements.  

	Q4:

Considering that pumps made of bronze /brass are much more expensive and has higher weight relative to pumps made of aluminum I would like to ask you to change/add requirements in tech. dossier and allow us to offer pump with enclosure/impellers made of aluminum in order to increase competitiveness.


	A4:

The request is rejected. All the major pump manufacturers are producing pumps made of bronze/brass and those pumps prove to be more resistant and durable.
