CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The construction envisaged within the current tender procedures will be implemented in the yard of Professional High School of Energy and Mining Industry "Hristo Botev", located in the Town of Pernik, District of Pernik. The envisaged repair and construction of the yard area and outdoor sport facilities for physical activity - one mixed field for basketball/volleyball, a mini football field, athletics track and fitness area.   
7. Number and titles of lots

No lots are envisaged
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium - of tenderers) which are effectively established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) N°236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable Instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below) . Participation is also open to international organisations. All supplies under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. However, they may originate from any country when  the amount of the supplies to be purchased is below100, 000 euros per purchased.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required.
12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting and/or site visit is planned.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
The period of the execution of the construction contract is 6 months (180 days) from contract signature until the provisional acceptance. 

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
The selection criteria for tenderers are as follows:

16.1. Economic and financial capacity of tenderer:

16.1.1. The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years for which acounts have been closed depending on the date on which the participant is registered or started activity must be at least 360 000.00 BGN or 184 067.90 EUR VAT excluded.
The documents with which the economic and financial capacity of the tenderer under point 16.1.1 is proved are balance sheets or extracts from balance sheets for a period equal to or less than the last three years for which accounts have been closed, where publication of the balance sheet is required under the company law of the country in which the economic operator is established or a  statement of overall turnover and turnover for works covered by a contract during a period of no more than the last three financial years.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 16.1.1 for economic and financial capacity will be applied to the consortium as a whole.
16.1.2. The tenderer must provide an evidence of professional risk indemnity insurance for construction. 
The documents with which the tenderer is proving that it meets economic and financial capacity requirements under point 16.1.2 are the following: If the tenderer is registered in Bulgaria it must prove to have a professional risk indemnity insurance in accordance with art. 171 of the Territory Structure Act in Bulgaria. The minimum coverage of the insurance should be as and art. 5, paragraph 2, point 4 of the Ordinance for the conditions of compulsory insurance in design and construction in Bulgaria for object of IVth category as per art. 137, paragraph 1, point 4, letter g (г) of the Territory Structure Act of Bulgaria. If the tenderer is an entity registered outside of Bulgaria it should provide an equivalent document, if applicable, according to the legislation of the country where the entity has its headquarters or operations managed.  

If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 16.1.2 for economic and financial capacity will be applied those members of the consortium, which will execute construction works.
16.2. Technical and professional capacity of tenderer:

16.2.1. The tendrer must have completed at least 2 construction/project of the same nature and complexity as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the following period: 8 years from the submission deadline 09.06.2017. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned. A contract with the same nature and complexity is considered any contract for construction of sport facilities. 
The documents with which complience with the technical and professional capacity under point 16.2.1 is proved is list of the most significant works must be accompanied by certificates of satisfactory execution, issued by the contracting authority or entity who ordered or purchased the works, specifying whether they have been carried out in a professional manner and have been fully completed. 
16.2.2.  The tenderer must propose that it has minimum key personnel with the following qualifications and experience: 

16.2.2.1. A Technical Site Manager: 

· Education: Architecture or Civil Engineering (both with university degree) or Construction Technician (for people with vocational training in high schools with speciality in construction)

· Professional experience: at least 3 years’ experience as Technical Site Manager / Project Manager / Site engineer of works contracts.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 16.2.2 for technical and professional capacity will be applied for the consortium as a whole.
16.2.3. List of the technical equipment, tools and plant to be employed by the tendrer for performing the works contract including amongst others, the following elements:

· Trenching machines for drilling of concrete blocks– 1pc;

· Portable concrete mixing and placing plant – 1 pc;

· Concrete breaker - 1 pc;

· Small asphalt cutting machine – 1 pc.   
If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 16.2.3 for technical and professional capacity will be applied for the consortium as a whole.
16.2.4. The chosen contractor must provide proves that it has professional qualifications as a construction entity. According to the Bulgarian Chamber of Builders Law entities executing construction in Bulgarian from 1st to 5th category as per the Bulgarian Territory Structure Act should be registered in the Central Register of Professional Builders. The registration is also obligatory for builders, which are entitled to perform such an activity under the legislation of a Member State of the Union or of another country - party to the Agreement on the European Economic Area or of the Swiss Confederation for registration. At the moment of provision of the tender offer tenderers are not obliges to prove that they meet this requirement. However, the chosen contractor, before signing the contract must provide evidence that it is registered in the Bulgarian Chamber of Builders for the execution of construction of IVth category as per art. 137, par. 1, point 4, letter g) (г) as per the Bulgarian Territory Structure Act and in accordance to art. 6 of the Rules of Procedure for Recording and Keeping of the Central Register of Professional Builders.   
If a tender is submitted by a consortium the criteria of point 16.2.4 for technical and professional capacity will be applied those members of the consortium, which will execute construction works.

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing a commitment on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at the request of the Contracting Authority. 

With regard to technical and professional criteria, a tenderer may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the works for which these capacities are required.

With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies, become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
17. Award criteria

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.
